The match day weather was dry,
overcast with some sunny spells and with a slight breeze blowing. The River Kennet had a slight colour and was flowing slowly due
to a lack of rain. Total match weight on the day was 15lbs 90zs 4drms, (at an average weight of 100zs per Angler), there were nine
dry nets on the day.

The top three teams on the day were with TRBLAS 4lbs 90zs 12drms, Newtown with 3lbs 100zs 0drms and Courage with
2lbs 150zs 0drms.

Many thanks to all those that turned out on the day and thanks also goes to Graham Hawkins and Alan Hughes for assisting me
at the draw.

Overall Winners:

The Match was won by Chris Bowman of Newtown. Fishing the second peg downstream of "Rosekiln Lane" road bridge on
Beat "4B" Section, Chris banked four Chublets, six Dace and three Perch during the course of the Match. Fishing a combination
of stick float and waggler tactics, with red maggot on the hook, over hemp, caster and maggot feed, to record a weight of 3-7-0.

Fred Jones of Courage was second overall. Fishing on the "coffin" peg on Beat "4B™ Section, Fred banked mainly Dace with two
Perch during the course of the Match. Fishing stick float tactics, with bronze maggot on the hook, over hemp, caster and maggot
feed, to record a weight of 2-13-0.

Association General Secretary Alan Hughes of TRBLAS was third overall. Fishing first peg on the "high wall" on Beat "5B"
section, Alan banked Chublets and bits during the course of the Match. Fishing stick float tactics, with red maggot on the hook, over
hemp and maggot feed, to record a weight of 2-3-0.
